Long Beach City College will require a proof of their COVID-19 vaccination or weekly testing from LBCC students who are
taking in-person classes.

Beginning August 26, students can upload negative COVID-19 Test Results in the Viking Student System. If you have not
submitted your vaccination record and are taking in-person classes, you are required to submit weekly test results to Long
Beach City College in order to be on campus.
