This 9-day Cuban adventure begins with a non-stop flight from Los Angeles to Havana & a
welcome dinner. We will enjoy a city tour showcasing Cuban heritage including old Havana, with
its narrow streets & overhanging balconies & new Havana, with its modern architecture, museums
& theatres. We visit a Cuban cigar factory, a rum factory & one of the homes of Ernest
Hemingway. We make a stop at the Bay of Pigs Museum in Playa Giron, & then enjoy a
picturesque drive as we continue on to Trinidad. Our visit includes a city tour of Trinidad, famous
for its cobblestone streets, pastel-coloured houses with elaborate
wrought-iron grills & beautiful palaces & plazas. We return to Havana
& enjoy a day trip to Pinar del Rio at the western end of the island.
Our farewell dinner celebrates our amazing journey in Cuba.

Our tour will include:

» Round-trip airfare from Los Angeles International Airport.

» Double occupancy room accommodations - 6 nights at Hotel Telegrafo in Havana & /
2 nights at Hotel Brisas Trinidad del Mar in Trinidad. Trinidad

» Walking & bus tour of old & new Havana. In old Havana, the traditional centre of part of Havana's commerce, industry,
and entertainment, see the baroque architecture of the Catedral de la Habana, Plaza Vieja & Castillo de la Real
Fuerza at the Plaza de Armas. In new Havana, see the Capitol Building & the Plaza de la Revolucion.

» Optional Tropicana (cabaret) show (additional cost).

> Visit Colon Cemetery, the Partagas cigar factory, a rum factory, & Finca Vigia, home of Ernest Hemingway.

» En route to Trinidad, visit the Bay of Pigs Museum in Playa Giron & enjoy a scenic drive through lush mountains,
charming towns & the pristine Caribbean sea.

» Enjoy a tour of the historic city of Trinidad including the Plaza Mayor, Santisima Trinidad Catedral & Playa Ancon.
Visit the Museo Romantico & experience a train ride on an old-fashioned steam locomotive to Manaca lznaga.

» On the return trip to Havana, enjoy a nature walk to El Nicho waterfall in the Trinidad
Mountains.

» Day trip to Pinar del Rio - visit a sugar cane mill &
plantation, la Mural de la Prehistoria & Vifiales. Enjoy a
short walk & a boat ride through the underground
caves, Las Cuevas del Indio.

» Free day to explore the Havana area on your own
followed by a farewell dinner.
