 Visit the “Killing Fields”; see the Royal Palace, Silver Pagoda & National Museum on a rickshaw tour of Phnom Penh. 

 Cruise the Tonle Sap River to the riverfront community Kampong Chhnang; enjoy a sunset cruise on the Tonle River. 

 Interact with villagers in Chong Koh who weave silk & cotton, & visit a school. In Angkor Ban, visit a Buddhist monastery. 

 See the 7th-century artifacts at Wat Hanchey, a temple complex overlooking the Mekong River; visit the temples on twin 

   holy hilltops Phnom Pros & Phnom Srey; see the Buddha statues at Nokor Bachey Temple. 

 Tour Siem Reap in an auto Rickshaw; enjoy dinner & a traditional Apsara dance 

    show. 

 Explore the Angkor Wat Temple Complex, a UNESCO World Heritage Site & the 

   largest religious monument in the world.. See the intricately decorated South Gate 

   of Angkor Thom, the enormous carved heads at the pyramid-temple of Bayon,  

   Baphuon Temple, Terrace of the Elephants & Terrace of the Leper King. Visit the 

   “jungle temple” of Ta Prohm, Ta Keo pyramid & Preah Khan, Banteay Samre & 

   the pinnacle of artistic achievement at Angkor, Banteay Srei. 

 Fly from Siem Reap to Hanoi; tour Hanoi’s famous histrical & culural sites 

   including the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, One Pillar Pagoda & Temple of Literature.
