Experimental Course

Course Information

The descriptor "Experimental Course" applies college-wide and is issued as a curricular placeholder identified by a standard number (98, 298, or 898) and by the general heading Experimental Course (EXP).  These courses provide an opportunity for curriculum experimentation and innovation. However, the proposed course cannot overlap into the subject area(s) of other departments, adversely affect other program(s), and/or compromise Title 5 regulations and guidelines.

Experimental courses can be brought forward to the course evaluation process in a more expedient and flexible manner. This time frame will be determined largely by the scheduling of classes and by an individual department's ability to plan and develop a course consistent with normal procedures. For equitable student access, if an Experimental course is not able to advertise in the Schedule of Classes, the department must take alternative publicity actions. It is the department's responsibility to identify and document this process.

Be advised that an Experimental course is temporary in nature and cannot be offered beyond a two-year time frame from the original approval date. Once an Experimental course is approved the Academic Services Office will notify the department annually as to the course's status. It is the department's responsibility to resubmit this course for the full course approval process if the department decides to institutionalize it. Departments must be aware of the necessity of timely and complete proposal submission to facilitate this process.

While the Experimental course option offers department curricular opportunities, it also has some limitations, particularly for students.
· Credits are degree applicable (EXP 98, 298) as elective credits only.

· Credits are transferable (EXP 98) as elective credits only.

· Experimental courses cannot be placed on a program's curriculum guide.

· Experimental courses cannot be used as pre- or corequisites for another permanent course until and if the Experimental course becomes a permanent course.

· Experimental courses cannot apply to certificate or degree requirements until and if it becomes a permanent course.

· A catalog statement will be included for each Experimental course to indicate transferability limitations.

· The granting of transfer credit (EXP 98) is contingent upon an evaluation of the course outline and/or syllabus by the individual UC and CSU campuses.
