SYLLABUS

Course Description:

This course is an introduction of the basic issues related to the art of theatre. The class provides the student with knowledge of theatre as a performing art from the audience perspective, the actor and director's viewpoint, as well as the designers, how to mount a production. During the class we consider and analyze dramatic structure, how action is portrayed on stage; we will discover different dramatic genres, styles and historical perspective of ancient theatre to the present. The student will explore avenues of a dramatic production through reading, DVDs of plays, and live productions.
COURSE OBJECTIVES, GOALS AND STUDENT OUTCOMES: The student will be able to analyze and evaluate the performing art of Theatre and its relation to the human condition in society from Greek to modern times. Distinguish and differentiate Theatre and influences from various historical perspectives and worldwide culture. Analyze the overall production elements of a play. This course is an introduction of theatre arts for the general student.
