REQUIREMENTS:
 
1) Attendance & Attitude,

Overview of TART 2

Focus: 
  
This class will be an in-depth investigation into the true development of a character. Weeks Five to Eight:

Weeks Nine to Twelve: 

Second scene. Working off your partner.  Private rehearsal versus class rehearsal.  Class input and critique.  Rehearsal techniques. 


Weeks Thirteen to Seventeen: 

The final steps.  Final rehearsals; technical rehearsals; previews and performances.  Learning to keep it fresh.  Learning effective warm-up techniques.
