Requirements: 

1) Attendance & Attitude,

    You are required to find and memorize 2 more monologues to be performed in front of
    the class. One of classical nature and one of contemporary nature, one comic or "light" 
    and  one dramatic or "dark.  The comic and dramatic monologues should be opposite 
    qualities of your first pair.  I will explain this in detail.

Selection of appropriate material, accurate self-assessment, analyzing the text, presenting the material, preparation of a resume with pictures and the presentation of self for maximum effect are covered in the course. Guest lecturers may be part of the class and several simulated audition situations will aid in the students learning process.

Focus:

Our goal is to develop contemporary and classic theatre audition technique, plus explore the range of varied audition styles facing the 21st century actor; from various auditions to all camera acting forms.

1. Compare and contrast different types of auditions used in the acting profession.
2. Develop and apply proper techniques for professional auditions and interviews.
3. Compare and contrast professional business practices.

Learning Objectives for TART 205:

1) Demonstrate different styles of auditions.
2) Develop and design material for theatre, television and film style auditions.
3) Assess the differences between “live” and “filmed” mediums. 
4) Evaluate and assemble resumes for each business medium.
5) Assess and present a proper professional “headshot”.
6) Organize and present audition material for each medium. 
7) Assemble and demonstrate interview skills for each medium.
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
