For ASSOCIATE IN ARTS DEGREE:

NOTE: Effective Fall 2009, Title 5, section 55063 (a) (2) requires that students must complete each
course counted toward the major or area of emphasis with a grade of “C” or better or “P” if the
course is taken on a “Pass/No Pass” basis.
