Career Opportunities

According to the National Center for Education Statistics, 22 percent of college students are pursuing a bachelor degree in business.

Program Mission and Outcomes

continuous improvement.

o Develop strategies throughout all concentrations/courses to enhance the development of our students' critical-thinking skills: their
ability to reason, ask appropriate questions and make strong decisions.
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e Develop assignments and/or exercises to enhance students' verbal and non-verbal skills: their ability to reflect, write, speak and
respond in a personal and professional manner.

e Improve the level of student success and student retention as well as increase the number of degrees and certificates.
To develop a strong working relationship with local businesses through the formation of an Industry Council for the purpose of
an advisement and collaboration in order to ensure that our course offerings are providing our students with the strongest
preparation for entering the workforce. Additionally, it would be our goal for this Council to develop strong feelings for LBCC
students and to evolve these feelings into actual job opportunities.
