It shall be the policy of the Long Beach Community College District to develop and offer
appropriate educational courses and programs which will enable its students to earn the
Associate in Arts or the Associate in Science degrees, to earn Occupational Certificates, to
take standard collegiate courses which transfer to other ingtitutions, including general
education courses, to acquire occupational training, to acquire or strengthen basic
educational skills, to learn English as a Second Language and to pursue lifelong learning.
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
