Because	this	was	written	
for	his	demanding	boss	at	the	time,	the	Archbishop	of	Salzburg,	Mozart	
set	each	psalm	text	in	one	movement	for	inclusion	in	the	service,	rather	
than	elongating	the	piece	by	splitting	each	psalm	into	choruses,	duets,	or	
solo	sections.		His	style	of	composition	was	a	combination	of	the	
Classical	era	focus	on	form,	harmonic	progression,	and	recognizable	
melodies,	with	some	nods	to	the	“old	church	style”	of	writing	fugue	in	
the	style	of	German	Baroque	masters	Bach,	Handel,	and	Fux.
