1) Forstep 1, each student will create an OPENCCCaccount and then complete the LBCC
application. Please note that it takes 48-72 hours for a Viking ID number to be created and sent
to the student via email.

2) Step 2 requires that the student complete and submit the LBCC Dual Enrollment Form.

a. This form cannot be submitted until after the Viking ID has been issued to the student.

b. Please note that this form requires signatures from the student, parent / guardian, and
school counselor (even though the form states the principal should sign).

c. When completing this form, students will enter the following information:

d. The student will submit the completed form via the Admissions Drop Box.
